To ensure a successful and effective 
conference, participants must adhere 
to the following guidelines:

- 	Pre-registration is mandatory for all 
participants.

- 	Research papers must be original and 
not previously published.

- 	The research must align with the 
conference›s themes or topics.

- 	Submit the research or paper as a Word 
document.

- 	The research should start with the 
following details: (Title of the Paper - 
Author’s Name - Affiliation/Institution - 
Countr y).

- 	It is recommended to prepare a 
PowerPoint presentation for the 
conference session.

- 	Adhere to submission deadlines and 
respond promptly to review requests.

- 	The conference committee will accept 
papers written in Kurdish, Arabic, and 
English.

- 	Abstracts should be written in the 
language of the research and another 
language.

- 	The abstract should be no less than 500 
words and include 5 keywords.

- 	The full paper submitted to the 
conference should not exceed 8,000 
words.

- 	Font type for writing papers: Kurdish 
text should use Unicode Kurdish-Calibri 
(Body), Arabic text should use Calibri 
(Body), and English text should use Times 
New Roman.

- 	The paper should be formatted 
according to the American Psychological 
Association (APA) 7th edition style.
